Women in the congregation, along with friends 
outside our church, participate in creating blankets through quilting, 
tied fleece blankets, knitting, and crocheting.  First United Methodist 
Church supports the Seacoast Area of the New Hampshire Chapters 
within the national organization.  Cindy Edgerly coordinates the blan-
ket collection and donation with Jennifer Verille, who coordinates the 
distribution of the blankets in the Rockingham and Strafford counties. 
 

 
 

There were 126 blankets dedicated this time.  More blankets will be 
dedicated on Mother’s Day and again on Veterans’ Day, when a total 
for the year of donated blankets will be announced. 
 

From the Project Linus website for New Hampshire, “Our volunteers,

ing on local chapter needs.  All blanket styles are welcome, including 
quilts, tied comforters, fleece blankets, crocheted or knitted afghans 
and receiving blankets in child-friendly colors.  Always remember 
that blankets must be homemade, washable, free of pins, and come 
from smoke-free environments due to allergy reasons.”

FUMC Heritage Happenings 
  

 Continuing with the article about the laying of the corner-
stone in 1867. 

 
We are permitted to copy the following in relation to the articles taken from the box 
deposited under the old corner stone of the church: 
ARTICLES FOUND UNDER THE CORNER-STONE OF THE OLD M. E. 
CHURCH 
 Box of Lead, about 8 inches square, 1 ½ deep, with a common form of 
cover, not soldered on. 
 On inside of the cover and fastened to it was a copper plate 3 by 4 inches, 
with these words engraved on it: 
WESLEYAN CHAPEL 
Erected by the Methodist Episcopal Church, which was instituted A. D. 1808. 
THIS CORNER-STONE 
Was laid by Humane Lodge, No 21, in the presence of many Brethren of the mystic 
tye and a large assemblage of people, A. L. 5825. 
I. S. Cole, Sec. 
 
 [All the documents were found in a mouldering and decayed condition, 
dropping to pieces upon almost the slightest touch.  Worms were crawling about, 
and had eaten into the edge of the Bible some distance.  None of the papers were in 
condition to be replaced.] 
 
 A copper plate of the same dimensions, which appeared to have been 
sealed with sealing wax, (supposed to be a letter or a copy of the letter from the 
committee of invitation of the Lodge to Lafayette) but which is now entirely illegi-
ble.  On the plate are these words: 
 
 “A deputation from Humane Lodge, consisting of Pros. J. T. Paine, C. 
Dennett, and J. Farrington received the following 
ANSWER. 
 I much regret the impossibility, I am under, in consequence of previous 
and positive engagements, to attend my Brethren of the Masonic Humane Lodge of 
Rochester at the celebration which they contemplate on the 24th.  My heart will be 
with them and I beg them to accept fraternal attachment and good wishes. 
LAFAYETTE 
 Dover, June 23d, 1825” 
 
A paper in writing headed “Record,” partly legible, containing names of Methodist 
preachers with dates, number in the society, 267, together with the Act of Incorpo-
ration, and a minute certifying that the Record is deposited by Humane Lodge, No 
21, A. L. 5825, A. D. 1825, June 24th, at the festival of St. 
John the Baptist.  [We omit the publication of the above in full for want of room.] 
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Guest Preachers Coming to First UMC 
 

As we celebrate the 150th anniversary of the dedication of our 
church building during this month, we are blessed to be joined by 
two important New England UM leaders who will share God’s 
word with us.  First, New England Conference Bishop Rev. Dr. 
Sudarshana Devadhar joins us on March 11th at both morning wor-
ship services.  Sudarshana Devadhar was elected to the episcopacy 
at the Northeastern Jurisdictional Conference in July 2004. He 
served as the leader of the New Jersey Episcopal Area for eight 
years, where he led that conference to the first net gain in member-
ship in 45 years. He was appointed to the New England Conference 
in 2012. The name “Devadhar” means “follower of God.” Suda, as 
he is called, began his pastorate as a deacon at the Church of South 
India, Mercara Coorg, India. He holds a B.Com. degree from Vija-
ya College, University of Mysore, Mulki, India; a B.D. degree from 
United  Theological College, Bangalore, India; a M.Th. degree 
from Perkins School of Theology, Southern Methodist University, 
and an M.Phil. and a Ph.D. from Drew University. Bishop 
Devadhar has a passion for encouraging the spirituality of youth 
and young adults, and has led numerous spiritual journeys to The 
Taize Community in France. He embraces diversity and leads the 
Church with joy and compassion. 
 

On March 25th we worship together for ONE SERVICE at 10AM, 
and host our Tri-State District Superintendent, Rev. James McPhee, 
who will preach and help us celebrate and rededicate our church 
building.  Jim grew up in Bath, Maine, and has served several 
churches in the former Maine Conference and the New England 
Conference, most recently in Brunswick, ME (where Pastor Jeff 
served prior to FUMC). Jim was then appointed to serve as Execu-
tive Director of Resourcing Ministries in 1999, Director of Connec-
tional Ministries and Assistant to the Bishop in 2003, and since 
2012 to superintend the Tri-State District’s clergy and 70+ congre-
gations located in Southern Maine, Southern New Hampshire, and 
Northeastern Massachusetts.  Rev. McPhee attended The Theologi-
cal School at Drew University, graduating Cum Laude in 1983 with 
a Master of Divinity. He has a BA in Public Affairs (economics and 
government) from The George Washington University in Washing-
ton, D.C. He is also on the adjunct faculty of Boston University’s 
School of Theology.
